The South Dakota Electronic Recording Commission met via teleconference on Tuesday, December 16, 2014.  The Organizational meeting was called to order by SDACO President Donna Mayer at 10:30 am CT / 9:30 am MT. Roll call was made with the following members present:

Quorum was established.  
Motion to approve the agenda was made by Sheree Green, seconded by Julie Risty. With no abstention or opposition, motion carried by unanimous vote.

SDACO President Donna Mayer called for nominations for Chair for the committee.  Motion to elect Julie Risty to serve as Chairperson was made by Deb Young, seconded by Elaine Reimer.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  Motion that nominations cease and cast a unanimous ballot for Julie Risty was made by Haven Stuck, seconded by Donald Straka.  With no abstention or opposition, motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Julie Risty, Chair then presided over the meeting.  Following discussion in regards to Other Elected Officers, Motion to elect Deb Young to serve as Vice Chairperson was made by Elaine Reimer, seconded by Sheree Green.  With no abstention or opposition, motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Motion was made that the SDACO Deputy Director will serve as support staff to the SD Electronic Recording Commission was made by Donald Straka, seconded by Mitch LeFleur.  With no abstention or opposition, motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Discussion opened pertaining to the appointment of a non-voting information technology (IT) professional. An individual with working knowledge of current and future technology, along with an understanding of PRIA (Property Records Industry Association) Standards is a necessity.  Chairperson Risty presented the commission with Monte Watembach as a candidate for this position as he has a very good understanding and also participated with the E-Recording Task Force.   A motion to appoint Monte Watembach as the non-voting IT professional to participate on the commission was made by Mitch LeFleur, seconded by Deb Young.  With no abstention or opposition, motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Chairperson Risty briefed the committee on the purpose of the Modernization and Preservation fund as maintained and distributed through the South Dakota Association of County Officials per SDCL 7-9A.  Should the Commission incur expenses, these will be approved and processed with commission approval.

A guide to Form and Style for Administrative Rule submission is provided on the Legislative Research Council’s (LRC) website.  Haven Stuck will review those procedures and report his finding to the commission.  Discussion was held in regards to hiring legal counsel to assist with writing of administrative rules when needed, but was deferred until after further information is gathered.  Deb Young will compile information with the help from other commission members in regards to other states rules from previous research that was obtained.
Information gathered will be presented at the next Commission meeting tentatively set for March 11, 2015 at 10:30 am CT / 9:30 am MT.  All meeting information will be posted on the SDACO website www.sdcounties.org and at the Association office located at 211 E Prospect Avenue, Pierre, SD.
